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“And let us consider how we may spur one another on  toward love and good deeds.”   Hebrews 10:24 
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 We were truly blessed in September and October 
as three work teams joined us to minister both 
spiritually and physically to several thousand people. 
 
Medical Team 1 from Rome, Georgia 
 On September 26 Carol and a medical team from 
Rome, Georgia, traveled into the jungle to three 
native communities and one town to distribute 
Albendazole (the “worm pill” for intestinal 
parasites) and other medications to over 800 people. 
 Carol returned to Lima to see the first team off 
and greet another group of medical volunteers. They 
traveled to Chincha and Chimbote where close to 
900 people received medications. 
 
Meanwhile, back in Lima…. 
 While Carol was working with the medical 
teams, Jeff was busy getting ready for the work team 
coming from the Azalea City Church of God in 
Valdosta, Georgia. He was getting the construction 
site ready and finalizing plans for evangelism. 
 The team arrived on October 17 and visited the 
community of Lomas de Canto Bellos where Pastor 
Hernan Isla and his family are working with the 
children (see photo below). They then traveled to 
Chincha and began six days of ministry. 

 Three days were spent ministering in two 
schools to children from 3 to 16 using puppets, 
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music, dramas, videos and preaching.  
 Next they traveled to three communities each 
night, again sharing music, dramas, puppets, videos, 
and Bible stories, working with Pastor Correa from 
Chincha who is the leader of a group called “Iglesias 
Unidas En Accion” (Churches United in Action).  

 In preparation for our team’s arrival, Pastor 
Correa and his group had already begun door-to-
door evangelism. He stayed with our team the entire 
time and is doing follow-up with the communities. 
There were 144 adults and 255 children who prayed 
to receive Jesus Christ during this time—Praise the 
Lord! 
 In cooperation with ADESA, one part of the 
team built a 30’ by 30’ building from prefab panels 
for the project in Lurin Chincha to be used as an 
office, classrooms and living spaces for volunteers 
working in the area. 
 Pastor Hernan and Pastor Correa are going to 
work together for the training of church leaders in 
this area. Pastor Correa has a desire to see 50 new 
leaders and missionaries by the end of 2008. He 
calls this group “Unidos Para Cristo” (United for 
Christ). 
 This team was so excited and anxious to 
minister. They played soccer with the children at the 
schools and in the communities. They were willing 
to pray and love on the people. In each of the

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community services the people eagerly asked the 
team to pray over them. 
 The team members were such an influence on the 
people at the hotel where we stayed that the hotel 
gave them gifts! I have taken many teams to this 
hotel and this is the first time that this has ever 
happened. The staff gave the gifts because they said 
the team had made a major impact on their lives. 
They had seen the joy, heard the prayers and felt the 
love this team brought with them. 
 This team also made an impact on our lives (Jeff 
and Carol) as well. We were revived and excited to 
be working with a group of people who labored 
together in harmony. The team had been praying that 

this trip would open up 
new doors of ministry 
and that is exactly what 
h a p p e n e d !  N e w 
communi t i es  were 
opened up and new areas 
of ministry were open for 
us. 
 It was especially 
exciting to have daughter 
Lexi and her husband, 

Jamie, as part of the team—the first time since we 
relocated here full time.  
 One of the greatest joys of having this team with 
us took place weeks later when we received letters 
from the team members and the children’s pastor of 
the Azalea City Church of God. Here is an excerpt 
from one of the letters; 
 “To be honest with you, I was scared to leave my 
family and my country, but I knew that God wanted 
me to go and I’m so thankful that I did. This trip has 
truly changed my life! 
 “I don’t look at things the same. I knew I was 
blessed, but I had no idea how blessed I was. We had 
the privilege to meet some of the best people in the 
world. They were so very kind and so full of life.  
 “They lived in small huts made of straw and slept 
on dirt floors; they have no running water. What they 
have is a ditch that runs near their huts...and that’s 
what they use to drink and bathe and wash their 
clothes. They have no toilets. 
 “We went to their schools...and not everyone got 
lunch. These are kids I’m talking about, little kids and 
some didn’t even have lunch. Their schools were 
indescribable, but, man, the hearts of those people! 
When we drove up they would come running to us 
with hugs and kisses.

 “One day we were gathering some lumber so our 
construction team could build a house and all these 
children came running and doing the work for us. 
We tried to say, ‘No, we’ve got it,’ but they insisted 
and they did it with love. In America we can hardly 
get our kids to take out trash without crying about it. 
 “I wish so bad that I could bottle up what is in 
my heart so I could share it with the world. We had 
the honor of seeing hundreds of people saved and we 
were part of several miracles. The last service we 
were there I asked the Lord to ‘let me see these 
people the way You see them. Open the eyes of my 
heart so I can see them through your eyes.’  
 “At the end of the service the Lord answered my 
prayers and, boy, was I broken! It was as if a movie 
was playing over and over in my mind and all I 
could see were these beautiful people living in the 
conditions they did. They were so cold at night, but 
they would give you the shirt off their backs.  

 “I had so many little girls give me stuff—little 
plastic rings and bracelets...I knew it was a huge 
sacrifice for them to give them to me, but they 
insisted with big smiles. To be honest it’s still hard 
to enjoy a good meal and a hot shower.  
 “I wish everyone could experience what we 
did—it is life changing. I think it must be hard for 
God who gives us so much to hear us when we 
complain about things. We are a blessed people and 
we should act like it. 
 “I know there is a mission field right here in 
Valdosta, GA and I hope and pray that I can make a 
difference in someone’s life right here at home as 
well as in Peru. I love you all very much and my 
prayers are with each and every one of you.”

I know God has a special place in His heart for those 
like you two who day in and day out are fulfilling the commission to go into all the world”

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 After the work team left, Larry Williams and 
Gary Crumpton from Agrimissions stayed in our 
home while they were teaching agricultural 
evangelism in the seminary for NEWMA. While here 
in Lima, Larry made a commitment to us to work 
only in Peru from now on to help establish a resource 
center here in Lima for CALI! While he was here we 
began to look for property. He and Jeff talked 
extensively of the steps that need to be taken over the 
next year. 
 As you know, we have explored several 
possibilities for sites and/or partnerships with other 
organizations to establish an agricultural resource 
center to teach Peruvians the many techniques and 
unique plants that are available to help them grow 
food in very difficult and challenging conditions. 

 However, Jeff’s vision and God’s direction have 
always indicated that Lima would be the ideal 
location for the center. Larry Williams has years of 
experience establishing resource center projects in 
Paraguay and Bangladesh. We feel confident that 
God will use Jeff and Larry to bring the dream to 
fruition. 
 Watch for further details as the plans evolve. We 
will also be sharing with you how you can be 
involved in helping us establish this resource center. 
We are beyond excited to see God begin to move to 
bring His plan to pass.  
 We (Jeff and Carol) will be spending most of our 
time here in Peru until our trip to the States in 
strategic planning for CALI in 2009. Please join us in 
prayer as we seek God’s direction.
