So, Glenn and Jeff went to work to put together “The Plan.” Here’s what's happened so far:

1. Glenn began getting donations and promises of frozen semen and frdmgosfrom some of the most
aggressive pure-bred cattle breeders in the US.

2. Glen found a breeder who has promised to pay for the shipping oérttensembryos, and breeding
supplies from the US to Peru.

3. Glenn has promises from two semen companies to help clear theshipith Peruvian health authorities
and Peruvian customs.



4. Glenn is assembling a group of US veterinarians, nutrition sigésialounty Extension agents, artificial
insemination techs, an embryologist and other professionals whoilling ¥ come to Peru to teach a
week of total cattle improvement.

5. Glenn and his board president made a trip to Lima in January, 20091 Wietakith Mati Uranga, a
dairywoman, organic farmer and an avid promoter of embryo transplant and aitifeialination of cattle
here in Peru. From our visit with Mati we determined thas ipossible to host a one-week Atrtificial
Insemination, Embryo Transfer, and General Cow Improvement Schopkémie who would probably
never have the opportunity or the money to be trained otherwise—and hgld there at Mati's farm in
July 2009. The target enroliment will be 20-25 students.

We still need to import and clear all the semen and equipmentLimi@m before the school can actually
happen, but so much is in place now, we pray that all the areagdgblace shortly. This school will be such
a blessing to poor Peruvian farmers and has the potential to @@ avent as well as a great evangelism
tool.
