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The Albendazole Network Expands Again 
 The Peru without Parasites Albendazole 
Network has just added its 19th member!  

 Not long ago Carol got the idea to make up some 
“smaller” versions of the Albendazole flip chart. She 
got Pastor Hernan to handle the details and soon 
there were 20 new smaller, improved, washable, and 
very durable flip charts available. As soon as 
members of the Albendazole network found out that 
they could buy them at cost for less than $24 they 
scooped them up. We had to reserve five for the new 
“Worm Warriors” shown below at the introduction 
of the program in Chincha.  

 Pastor Armando Correa is the founder of Christ 
is The Way Church and a leader of many Peruvian 
missionary pastors. His passion is to advance the 
cause of Christ in Peru by developing as many 
missionary pastors as possible. When he learned that 
Christ is the Way could be a member of the 
Albendazole Network, he immediately signed up 
and scheduled a workshop for all of his missionary 
students and his networking pastors.  

 On Friday April 17, Jeff and Pastor Hernan 
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traveled to Chincha to teach 18 new missionaries 
about Albendazole and how to do a distribution 
campaign in Chincha. On Saturday April 18, Pastor 
Correa and his students, armed with their five new 
flipcharts and 4,000 Albendazole tablets, led five 
independent Albendazole campaigns in and around 
the community of LurinChincha.  
 Their goal: to distribute more than 3,000 
Albendazole tablets and talk with more than 3,000 
individuals at the same time. They will develop new 
campaigns and return to these five communities 
every six months for a period of three years.  
 Pastor Correa believes that these campaigns will 
help his community to live free from parasites, as 
well as give him the opportunity to talk one-on-one 
with many more people than he would have had an 
opportunity to talk with otherwise.  
 Change A Life is proud to welcome the Christ is 
the Way network and Pastor Armando Correa of 
Chincha Alta, Peru as the 19th  member of the Peru 
Without Parasites Albendazole Network! We will 
hear more from this network in the future.   

Pastor Hernan has a passion to share Jesus  
as he works to promote the Peru Without  

Parasites Albendazole program. 
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HopeHouse Joins the CALI Network—and the 
Albendazole Network! 
  
 Since Change A Life goes only where we are 
invited, we are always excited to find out who the 
next new network member is going to be. After 
church service on April 19, Pastor Bruce introduced 
me (Jeff) to Greg and Bridget Bonner of HopeHouse 
and we immediately struck up a conversation about 
rabbits, gardens and girls. The Bonners invited me 
for a visit and on April 21 Pastor Hernan and I pulled 

up to the HopeHouse 
gate.  
 A g r i c u l t u r a l 
Resource Centers 
don’t have to be 
located on acres of 
rolling farm land. 
HopeHouse presently 
uses its garden as a 
place of therapy for 
t h e  g i r l s .  W e 
d iscussed man y 
possibi l i t ies  for 
producing rabbits, 

ducks, fruit and vegetables on their ½ acre space for 
their kitchen use. Greg already has a grey water 
recovery/irrigation scheme in place. I was impressed. 
That day we agreed that HopeHouse and Change A 
Life would mutually benefit from working together. 
Also, HopeHouse became Albendazole network 
member #20. Greg later sent me the following 
information: 

 God’s Word translation of Acts 2:47-b says, 
“Every day the Lord saved people and they were 
added to the group.” Some translations say “church,” 
but the official Jeff Morgan translation uses the word 
NETWORK ! 
 Almost every day, someone wants to know more 
about Change A Life—that is networking at its best! 
Change A Life is a networking agency! 
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A Marriage Seminar Expands the Network! 
  
 Not long ago Carol and I were invited to speak at 
a local Lima church about marriage. We’ve only 
been married for 31 years, so I just couldn’t figure 
out why they wanted us to speak about marriage. 
However, we accepted and asked Marcos Vasquez, a 
fellow member of the Union Church of Lima and a 
professional English/Spanish interpreter, to go with 
us.  
 We speak Spanish fairly well, but thought it best 
to take an interpreter. Marcos agreed and off we 
went.  
 The meetings were well attended and families 
were strengthened, but the extra added event was 
that we were invited to speak to another church 
about marriage and we were invited to speak to two 
pastors about their churches joining the Albendazole 
project.  
 After meeting with both pastors, Change A Life 
has been asked to lead two more introductory 
meetings which, hopefully, will add two more 
network members to our Peru Without Parasites 
campaign.   
 Marcos is a networker in the truest sense of the 
word. He is a middleman who sees needs and 
solutions and works hard to get the two together. 
Thank you, Marcos, for believing in us and the 
mission of Change A Life. 
 
 
 So...we can’t help wondering—who will be our 
next network partner? It’s exciting to be part of 
building a strong network of people, churches and 
organizations that will join us in our mission to share 
Jesus and help the Peruvian people find a more self-
reliant lifestyle, improved health, and a better way of 
life. 

Overview: HopeHouse is situated about 1 ½ 
hours drive North of Lima. It presently has 3 
buildings that sit on a little more than ½ acre. We 
have 16 girls at this time, a live in house mother, 
2 volunteer directors, a lawyer, psychologist, 
social worker plus a number of volunteer 
teachers. We have a capacity for 24 girls. 

Our Mission Statement: To help neglected and 
abandoned girls find their self worth and full 
human potential, through the love of God. 

Our Vision To effectively operate HopeHouse 
(for girls) and create HopeHouse 2 (for boys) so 
that the two homes may provide an environment 
where children can grow in the nurture and 
knowledge of God. 

Some of the  
Hopehouse Girls 
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 How many times have you done something just 
because it seemed to be the right thing to do? For me, 
faith is kind of like that. Sometimes we just do it 
without knowing how it is going to turn out, 
whatever IT may be. Allow me to explain.  
 

 About a year ago I began asking God for the 
money to start a breeding rabbit demonstration 
project. I had it all planned out. I had done my 
homework, made my plan and thought that all I 
needed was the money! When I asked God for His 
help with this project I was sure that HE understood 
that HIS part was the money. With the money I 
would start with high quality breeding rabbits and 
cages bought from the Ag University. Well…HE 
knows HIS PART in all our lives.  

 It was only a few mornings after I had prayed for 
the money that I walked out to my garden and 
commented to Maria “If I were back in Georgia, I 
would swear that wild rabbits were eating up all my 
new green bean plants! Just look at the damage that 
some bug has done to these plants!”   
 Maria said “That damage is not from bugs—it 
really is from a rabbit!”   
 “Maria,” I said: “This is Lima. Look at that brick 
wall, there are no wild rabbits in this garden, this is 
bug damage!” 
 “No, pastor,” Maria said, “I saw her eating them 
just yesterday. She is a little black rabbit and she 
sleeps right over there under that bush. I’ve seen her 
around here for about 3 days now.”  

 I said, “CATCH THAT RABBIT!”  
 Maria caught the rabbit and four days later we 
had five new rabbits! SHE was indeed a little 
common, young, black, nondescript, female rabbit 
that showed up in my backyard a few days after I had 
asked God for the money to start a rabbit breeding 
project and SHE birthed 2 female and 2 male baby 
rabbits! Prayer answered, rabbit production project 
started, end of story—right? 
 Not exactly. Almost a year later we have twelve 
new 3rd generation, really fast growing, efficient 
breeding rabbits—all decedents of that original black 
yard rabbit and the best buck at the Ag University of 
La Molina, Peru.     
 What I have learned and what I now teach here in 
Lima is that a family can have a super meat-
producing line of rabbits simply by starting with 
common female rabbits and a SUPER male. Each 
female is weighed and then bred to a buck that has 
better performance data than she does.  
 We have proven that it is possible to produce 100
-160 new rabbits in 10 months with only two females 
and one male rabbit. I also learned that I can grow ½ 
the food in my garden that all my rabbits eat, cutting 
my purchased feed in half! One hundred fryer rabbits 
will add 200 pounds of protein-rich meat to the 
kitchen table and provide 100 marketable pelts to 
sell. 
 In the pictures below, agriculture networking 
member, Willie Strickland is preparing eight of our 
3rd generation female rabbits for their trip to his 
community demonstration center in the deep North 
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Breeding bunnies at 21 days eating fresh moringa 
leaves and commercial feed. 
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jungle of Peru. Hopefully, these 8 female rabbits will 
enhance Willie’s breeding rabbit project and one day 
produce thousands of pounds of protein-rich meat for 
the 12 native villages along the Nucari River. 
 When I first started the rabbit project, I had no 
idea what I would learn. Had HE allowed me to do it 
my way, I would have made a mess out of it. Starting 
with that little black rabbit instead of buying 
expensive breeding stock was “doing the right 
thing.” And putting eight 6 pound, 150 day old 
breeding female rabbits in Willie Strickland’s 
shipping boxes became the “right thing to do.” God 
has a plan. Often, the right plan is the plan that may 
not line up with our plan.  
 Because of what HE showed us, Peruvians are so 
excited about how we go about producing rabbits 

that leaders from three different communities have 
asked me if I would teach them rabbit production and 
if they can start their projects with some of our 
rabbits! Willie already has a waiting list in the jungle 
for his breeding rabbits! 
 Side note: Our 3rd generation females weighed 
2.2 KG (4.85 pounds) at 3 months old! The Ag 
University record is 2.5KG (5.51 pounds) at 3 
months old and our rabbits ate only ½ the 
commercial feed that the university rabbits ate! 
 Please pray for Willie and Paulette Strickland as 
they work up and down the Nucari River, deep in the 
Northern Peruvian Amazon jungle. One day maybe 
the 12 tribes there will all be Christian and satisfy 
most of their animal protein needs with fresh rabbit 
meat.       
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During one of the 
a n n u a l  E C H O 
A g r i c u l t u r a l 
M i s s i o n s 
co n fe ren ces ,  I 
attended a soap 
making class taught 
by Kay Cude. This 
wasn’t my first 
experience with soap 
making.  
 As a child my 
grandmother taught 
me the importance 
of conserving and 

converting products with no seeming value into 
products of value—e.g. used bacon grease, dead 
flower petals and rain water into lye soap and corn 
shucks into dolls, belts and shoes. That day Kay 
encouraged us to see soap making as an income-
producing cottage industry.  
 I have had several opportunities to teach soap 
making through the years, but the last group I taught 
to make soap was a group of Jr. High students at the 
Union Church of Lima. This March, leaders John 
and Leighann Sanders, the kids and their parents 
chose soap making as their community service 
project. On April 26 they donated about 125 bars of 
homemade lye soap to the HopeHouse (teen girls 
shelter) of Lima.  
 For this class I experimented with making soap 
from home-rendered beef tallow. Peruvian slaughter 

h o u s es  a re 
g o v e r n m e n t 
o wn ed  an d 
operated and 
they throw away 
all the excess 
beef fat when 
they butcher 
catt le. Beef 
tallow is firm at 
about 80° F, 
makes a hard all
-purpose bar of soap and best of all, here in Peru beef 
fat is free!  

 These 125 bars cost less than $10.00 to make. 
125 bars of the same size soap purchased at a store in 
Lima can cost more than $100.  

 What did I learn this time?  

 Pure beef tallow soap sets 
up really fast at 80° F and it is 
time to teach more Peruvians 
to make soap!  

 Thank you Kay, John, 
Leighann, kids and all parents! 

 Christian Sanders, son of 
John and Leighann, is 
considering using soap making 
as one of his school science 
projects next year! Here comes 
a n o t h e r  s o a p - m a k i n g 
experimenter!�
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 Since Change A Life wants to establish a national headquarters in Peru, we asked EMI 
(Engineering Ministries International) to perform a structural evaluation on the buildings in 

Pachacamac for us. This was the hotel/resort complex we showed in the March 2009 newsletter.  
 We were blessed to be visited on April 7-8, 2009 by Richal and Karen Smith from EMI who donated two 
days from a South Pacific cruise to do the evaluation.  The Smiths were such a blessing. Thank you for doing 
the evaluation and for allowing us to get to know you both a little better. For more info on EMI go to their 
webpage at: www.emiworld.org. After much prayer and consideration of the Smith’s recommendations, 
discussion with Board members and others who are part of the Change A Life network, we have determined 
that this facility would not be a good match for our ministry. We shall continue to seek God’s guidance and 
timing for a Life Change Center location in Peru.

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 It’s not every day that a call comes in asking me if I know of anyone working in Peru who would like an 
opportunity to explore a partnership with a group of US churches. The call from Sue Smith representing more 
than 1,000 Virginia Baptist churches came as a complete surprise. 
 On April 22-25 Sue, her husband Greg, and several delegates from Baptist churches across the US came to 
Lima to attend the UBLA conference. (Baptist Churches of Latin America have united under the UBLA 
banner.) On Thursday April 23, Sue, Dean Dickens, and other delegates asked Jeff to explain what Change A 
Life is doing in Peru. 
 After a brief discussion about water filters, networking, Community Health Evangelism (CHE), 
Albendazole, moringa and rabbits , they all believed it best to continue our discussions in the US with more 
Baptist folks present. We then made an appointment to meet with the Global Missions and Evangelism Team 
of the Virginia Baptist Mission Board in Richmond, VA on May 27. (Providentially, we were already 
planning to be in Baltimore, Maryland for the birth of our second granddaughter—see next page.) 
 On the 27th we had an extremely mutually beneficial “meeting of the minds” as we compared CALI’s 
vision, hopes, and dreams with the goals of the Global Missions Team.  
 While meeting with the VBMB mission team we discovered that in many areas our visions are parallel. 
Spoken from both sides of the table were words and phrases like “sustainable,” “green” and “leadership 
development” (national and international).   

 We all agreed that community development is successful only when the community wants to be developed 
and is willing to ask for help. 

 Providing this help is why CALI is here. Our mission statement says: “We encourage people living in 
poverty to achieve a more self-reliant lifestyle.” Our assistance is designed to create independence—not 
dependence. In this day and time, community leaders wanting to improve the living conditions of their people 
need a place where they can find answers and solutions.  

 It was agreed that we would continue to pursue a mutually productive relationship between CALI and 
VBMB. Please join with us in prayer that we would all be very sensitive to the Lord’s leading as we explore 
the exciting possibilities of this relationship.
