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 After a busy 
spring and early 
summer in the U.S., 
Carol Morgan headed 
home to Lima on July 
22—but not alone. 
Joining her in Miami 
for the flight to Lima 
was a STEP Team 
( S h o r t  T e r m 
Evangelism Partners) 
of nine eager teens 
and their four adult 
leaders. The Team 
was assembled from 
several churches of the South Georgia Church of 
God Youth Christian Education Department. 
 The following day, July 23, the team assembled 
at Jeff and Carol Morgan’s home to prepare for the 
evangelism portion of their mission. Coming from 
different areas of South Georgia, they needed time 
together to practice their music and skits as a team. 
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 Then it was off to the district of San Juan de Luri 
Gancho for their work in the community of Las 
Lomas de Canto Bello. They arrived prepared to 
complete a soccer court and build a playground for 
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the children of the 
community. 
 Ho wever ,  o n 
arrival they found that 
the area was not as 
prepared as they had 
hoped. The project 
then became helping 
to level the ground in 
preparation for the 
pour ing o f the 
concrete.  
 This was the first 
community we have 
ever worked in where 
there was so much 
c o m m u n i t y 

involvement. The people of the community had been 
moving dirt, forming walls, breaking rocks and 
filling holes since April! 
 They had built over half of a 100’ x 8’ wall with 
their own money and their own labor. It is very 
unusual for a community to take such an active part 
in a project. The people had been told that this was 
to be their contribution to the soccer court and 
playground and it was great to see them hard at work 
to get it accomplished. 
 You may be asking, “Why were you building a 
soccer court?” Well, this community did not have 
any place for their children to play except on a trash 
heap. When the children would go to other 
communities to play, stones would be thrown at 
them and they would be told to leave. It was very 
important to the parents that their children have a 
safe place to play. 
 Because CALI heard what they felt was their 
most pressing need, it was agreed to help them with 
the soccer court. This is a community that needs 
latrines, water systems and even a church, but the 
soccer court was their felt need!

 Because CALI listened and helped them to 
achieve their goal, they are now ready to listen to 
other suggestions about latrines, water systems and 
they have even said that they want a place for their 
children to receive Christian training. They want 
CALI to teach them many things from their 
“toolbox.”  
 This is not a Christian community and many 
times the STEP Team had the chance to share the 
love of God with them. One evening the team did a 
movie night for the children and adults, complete 
with popcorn and Inka Cola. The community was 
very excited to have this special time for their 
children. 

 On July 28 and 29, the team presented a youth 
evangelism night at a community park. The evening 
was a real “youth-to-youth” service with Christian 
Rap in Spanish and a Christian salsa band. While the 
object of the evenings was to minister to all peoples, 
the program was especially targeted to those with 
drug and/or alcohol problems. As a result of these 
times of ministry one family and four individuals 
accepted Jesus as their Lord and Savior! 

 The team ministered through puppet skits, 
dramas and music in Spanish. Some of the youth 
gave their personal testimonies. They had a dynamic 
young lady with them who provided translation and a 
great leader who led the music in Spanish. In 
addition, the leaders of the team preached each night. 

 During the work days, the team carried rocks and 
sand to level out that 100-foot-long wall that was 
also 8 feet thick! As they worked with the children 
and adults, great bonds were formed between them. 
The team also played some soccer, baseball and 
volleyball with the children. 
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 July 28 was a holiday in Peru, celebrating “Feliz 
Dia del Padres” which is similar to our July 4th 
holiday. That day the team traveled to a girls’ home 
called Hope House—a home for girls from 7 to 18 
who have been taken in off the streets.

 The team brought food for a lunch and party and 
had a great time sharing testimonies, music and skits. 
They joined the girls in playing their favorite sport—
volleyball—followed by an afternoon party featuring 
watermelon. The leaders of Hope House said that 
this was a very special time for the girls because 
rarely do people come just to visit and play. 
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 Pacha-what!?! July 29 found the community 
leaders preparing a very special meal called a 

“pachamanca” which is prepared with hot rocks over 
which chicken, pork, potatoes, corn and habas (large 
lima-type beans) are cooked.  
 Volley ball tournaments were part of the 
festivities with competition between the ladies and 
then the men.  
 It was also a special time of sharing their hearts 
with one another. The community leaders were so 
impressed and moved by the hard work of the team 
and their willingness to help them with this project. 
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That was the team’s last day in the community. 
When the time came to leave, the teens on the team 
and people of the community were very emotional.  
¨ For many of the team, this was their first time on 

a mission trip and they were heartbroken to leave 
their new friends.  

¨ For the Peruvian people, this was the first time 
that there had ever been a mission team in their 
community and they were sad to see the team 
leave. 

 Back in Lima, July 30 was spent sightseeing, 
shopping, enjoying a farewell banquet, and then 
flying home.
