Soy Milk Project 

After more than 2 years of talking, planning, building and adapting, the 

soy milk machine is making milk.  

Since June 2006, we have done six community demonstrations and  are 

excited about the opportunities in Laderas de Chillon, Santa Anita, and 

Huycan. At this moment leaders in these communities are developing 

business plans that include using this machine to help them minister to 

their own people. 

Laderas de Chillon, Lima 
 

 This is a “pueblo joven”, as it is called here in 
Peru. It is a community of around 8000 people 
started by “invaders”, once known as “squatters”. 
These people came down from the Andes Mountains 
during the terrorism years of the  1980’s, staking out 
a small piece of ground and building a shack of 
cardboard or bamboo. Today these types of 
communities surround the western slopes of the 
Andes mountains in Lima. 
 

Vineyard Church 
 Guillermo & Lisset Sifuentes, pastors of the 
Vineyard Church in Laderas have 60 regular 
attendees and they all minister to an additional 80-
120 children every Sunday morning. With very 
limited incomes they provide the children of Laderas 
with a worship service and food each week and it is 
their desire to touch every life in Laderas. 
 Their church spent a month last year praying for 
direction by setting aside a day of fasting and prayer. 
At the end of this time they came back together for a 
time of sharing the things that God had shown them. 
Many of them saw a small fire burning in the center 
of their community. As different members fed the 

fire it became larger and many community members 
came out to be warmed by this fire. To them the fire 
is a community center that can be a haven for youth, 
children and adults, a place where they can receive 
spiritual and physical ministry when operated by the 
church.  
 

Networking 
 Pam Robles, a Campbellsville, KY Vineyard 
missionary to Peru, works with Guillermo and Lisset. 
Last November Pam introduced us all where we 
talked about the soy milk machine, backyard 
gardening, nutrition and hygiene training and other 
ideas. They heard our heart and vision, and believe 
that God is networking us all together to make the 
vision of the community center a reality. 
 We want to work closely with the Laderas 
Vineyard helping them develop a community 
outreach plan that  includes soy milk production, 
nutrition, hygiene and gardening. Our plans are to 
have a soy milk machine in  Laderas by May 2007.  
Look for updates and pictures from this group. 
 Please pray for Pastor Guillermo, Lisset, Pam, us 
and the Laderas Vineyard Church that their desire to 
build a community center in Laderas would become  
reality.
