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“Kid’s Alive International” took SOY1 to the Manchay community,  a squatter camp of over 
80,000 people that just gets bigger everyday.  
 Kid’s Alive operates a daycare and after school program for the children there so their 
mothers can go to work and provide a living for their families. 
 These moms are offered job training at the center and SOY1 
has been chosen as one of the micro business opportunities 
offered by Kid’s Alive for the 2008 year! 
 This also allows Kid’s Alive to make soymilk three times a 
day for their 70 daycare children and then sell the extra 
production to their 30-child children’s home that is just down 
the street.   

Since the earthquake in August of 2007, many people in Chincha have been forced to move 
to “refuge camps.” They live in homes that are made of woven bamboo. In Tambo de Mora, 
SOY2 found a really good home.  

There are over 400 families living in an area about the size of a football field. Many of 
them were farmers and fishermen who  lost everything to the earthquake. 

One pastor and church has seized the opportunity to share God’s love in this community in 
a physical way. He is working with a group of mothers to 
provide income and proper nutrition to this community. SOY2 
allows them to minister to their neighbors and earn a little 
money without leaving the area. 

We spent 2 days working with these women and their pastor 
and, Oh Boy, are they excited! Possible income and they like the 
taste of the SOY2 milk as well!  Please keep them in your 
prayers!

 Change A Life just received a donation of 500,000 Albendazole 400 mg pills. For those of 
you who do not know, these pills are used to treat soil-transmitted human intestinal parasites. 
One pill every six months for three years can break the life cycle of intestinal parasites. This is 
in conjunction with hygiene and health education. 

 We are now in the process of meeting with government officials and other non profit 
organizations to lay out an effective distribution plan that will actually get the pills out to the 
people who need them the most. Just to have the pills is not enough.  

Please continue to pray for this project. 
We have been offered a second 500,000 pills !

NEWMA  (a Peruvian non-profit organization) has ten acres of land in the Canta Valley 
outside Lima. We hope to collaborate with them to also establish a Life Resource Center for 
their seminary students, foreign missionaries and local Peruvian missionaries as well. 
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The Well Drilling Project remains alive and “well”. We are co-oping with Rain of 
Blessings Ministry and the Iquitos Peru Rotary Club to finalize the paperwork and have a  
machine in country before the end of this year!    Pray that everything goes smoothly.
