President Garcia is in 
the process of implementing a program whose goal is to eliminate malnutrition in Peru over the next five 
years. Carol has been reviewing the nutritional material to be presented and is encouraging the group to 
consider adding “de-worming” to the campaign.  We’ll keep you updated.
